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The Creed 
 
We declare our faith in the words of the creed: 
 

I believe in one God the Father almighty, 
maker of heaven and earth, 
and of all things visible and invisible: 

And in one Lord Jesus Christ, 
the only-begotten Son of God, 
begotten of his Father before all worlds, 
God of God, Light of Light,  

very God of very God, 
begotten, not made, 
being of one substance with the Father, 

by whom all things were made; 
who for us men and for our salvation 
came down from heaven, 

and was incarnate by the Holy Ghost of the Virgin Mary, 
and was made man, 
and was crucified also for us under Pontius Pilate. 

He suffered and was buried, and the third day he rose again 
according to the Scriptures, and ascended into heaven, 
and sitteth on the right hand of the Father.

whose kingdom shall have no end.

Preparation of the Altar 

 
The altar is prepared and bread and wine are placed upon it. 

 
Thine O Lord, is the greatness, the power, 
the splendour and the majesty. 

For everything in heaven and earth is thine.   
All things come from thee  
and of thine own do we give thee. 
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The Eucharistic Prayer 
 
The Lord be with you  

and with thy spirit. 
 
Lift up your hearts. 

We lift them up unto the Lord. 
 
Let us give thanks unto the Lord our God. 

It is meet and right so to do. 
 
It is very meet, right and our bounden duty,  
that we should at all times and in all places  

give thanks unto thee, O Lord, holy Father, 
almighty, everlasting God, through Jesus Christ 
thine only Son our Lord. 

 
(A seasonal preface may be used) 
 

For he is thy living Word:  
 

Through him thou hast created all things from the beginning,  
and fashioned us in thine own image. 

 
Through him thou didst redeem us from the slavery of sin,  
giving him to be born of a woman,  

to die upon the cross, and to rise again for us.  
 
Through him thou hast made us a people 

for thine own possession, 
exalting him to thy right hand on high,

 do this in remembrance of me.’ 

 

Likewise after supper he took the cup; 
and when he had given thanks to thee,  
he gave it to them, saying:  
 

‘Drink ye all of this; for this is my blood of the new covenant,  
 which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins.  
 Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me.’  

 

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father,  
we remember his offering of himself  
made once for all upon the cross;  

we proclaim his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension;  
we look for the coming of his kingdom  
and with this bread and this cup  

we make the memorial of Christ thy Son our Lord.  
 
Great is the mystery of faith: 
 

Christ has died: 
Christ is risen: 
Christ will come again. 
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Accept through him, our great high priest,  
this our sacrifice of thanks and praise,  
and as we eat and drink these holy gifts  

in the presence of thy divine majesty,  
renew us by thy Holy Spirit,  
inspire us with thy love,  

and unite us in the body of thy Son, Jesus Christ our Lord,  
by whom, and with whom, and in whom,  
in the unity of the Holy Spirit,  

all honour and glory be unto thee,  
O Father almighty, world without end. 
Amen.

mercies. We are not worthy so much as to gather up the crumbs 
under thy table. But thou art the same Lord whose nature is always to 
have mercy. Grant us therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of 

thy dear Son Jesus Christ and to drink his blood, that our sinful bodies 
may be made clean by his body and our souls washed through his 
most precious blood, and that we may evermore dwell in him, and he 

in us. Amen.
