Gospel Hymn

Please stand to sing and turn to face the gospel book as it is processed.

The Gospel
The choir sings the Alleluia, we all then repeat:
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The deacon introduces the gospel:

Hear the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to N.
Glory to you, O Lord.

Then at the end:

This is the Gospel of the Lord.
Praise to you, O Christ.



We all sing again:

Please stand.

Christ is our peace; he has reconciled us to God in one body by the
cross; we meet in his name and share in his peace.

The peace of the Lord be always with you.
And also with you.

The deacon says:
Let us share with each other a sign of Christ’s peace.

We all exchange a greeting of peace.

Please stand to sing.

The bread and wine are placed onto the altar.



We Give Thanks

We hear the Eucharistic Prayer; taken from the Greek word ‘eucharistos’
(edyapiotog), meaning ‘to give thanks’.

Please remain standing.

The Lord be with you.
And also with you.

Lift up your hearts.
We lift them to the Lord.

Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.
It is right to give thanks and praise.

Father, we give you thanks and praise
through your beloved Son Jesus Christ, your living Word,
through whom you have created all things;
who was sent by you in your great goodness to be our Saviour.

Therefore with angels and archangels,
and with all the company of heaven,
we proclaim your great and glorious name,
for ever praising you and singing:
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We praise and bless you, loving Father,

through Jesus Christ, our Lord;

and as we obey his command,

send your Holy Spirit,

that broken bread and wine outpoured

may be for us the body and blood T of your dear Son.

On the night before he died he had supper with his friends

and, taking bread, he praised you. He broke the bread,
gave it to them and said:

‘Take, eat; this is my body which is given for you;
do this in remembrance of me.’

When supper was ended he took the cup of wine.
Again he praised you, gave it to them and said:

‘Drink this, all of you; this is my blood of the new covenant,
which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins.
Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.’

So, Father, we remember all that Jesus did,
in him we plead with confidence his sacrifice
made once for all upon the cross.

Bringing before you the bread of life and cup of salvation,
we proclaim his death and resurrection
until he comes in glory.



The deacon declares:

Great is the mystery of faith:

Christ has died:
Christ is risen:
Christ will come again.

Lord of all life, help us to work together for that day
when your kingdom comes
and justice and mercy will be seen in all the earth.

Look with favour on your people,
gather us in your loving arms

and bring us with all the saints

to feast at your table in heaven.

Through Christ, and with Christ, and in Christ,
in the unity of the Holy Spirit,

all honour and glory are yours, O loving Father,
for ever and ever.

We break this bread to share in the body of Christ.

Though we are many, we are one body,
because we all share in one bread.

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Invitation to Communion

Receive the body of our Lord Jesus Christ

which he gave for you, and his blood which he shed for you.
Eat and drink in remembrance that he died for you,

and feed on him in your hearts by faith with thanksgiving.

The Communion

We share Holy Communion with each other; taken from the Greek word
‘koinonia’ (xotvawvia), meaning ‘communion, fellowship, sharing’.

All are invited to come forward to receive Holy Communion.

If you would rather receive a blessing, please keep your hands down
and your head bowed.

The Choir will sing an anthem.



Prayer after Communion
We pray together:

Almighty God,

we thank you for feeding us
with the body and blood

of your Son Jesus Christ.
Through him we offer you
our souls and bodies

to be a living sacrifice.
Send us out in the power of your Spirit
to live and work

to your praise and glory.
